The doctor told us he would probably be in the hospital three to five days, but he ended up staying in the hospital for 10 days due to stomach problems after the surgery. We are so grateful to all of you who upheld our family during this difficult time with your faithful prayers.  Every card and email that was sent was such an encouragement to our hearts.  We are especially thankful for the special love offerings that we received, which were a great blessing and help to us with our extra medical expenses at this time.

Jacinto continues to regain strength.  We are thankful that he feels no pain—he just tires very easily and has to be careful not to overdo.  Last night at our Wednesday prayer meeting he preached for the first time since surgery.  It was such a joy to be “back in the saddle again”!  We praise the Lord for His goodness to us!

Another reason for thanksgiving and praise is the fact that our church continued to do well in our absence.  A good number of people continued to visit faithfully on Saturdays and even started a ladies' prayer meeting and had several fellowship/prayer gatherings on their own.  We had many special speakers preach this past month who were a great blessing.  One Wednesday evening our own men who are taking the video Bible institute courses preached to our people.  We are excited to see what the Lord is doing in their lives.

The courses that Jacinto taped for the Pan American Bible Institute are now being used in Cuba and Honduras, as well as here in the USA.  We enjoyed so much our years of teaching at the Ebenezer Bible Institute in Mexico, so it is a particular joy to our hearts to see how the Lord has given Jacinto a new ministry of Bible teaching here in the USA that extends to many Hispanic countries.

Jacinto has written a new salvation tract especially designed for those who do not speak Spanish to give to Hispanics whom they run into at the store, in the neighborhood, or wherever.  The tract starts out, “Hello, Friend, I cannot speak Spanish, but if I could, this is what I would like to share with you.”  Then it explains the salvation story.
