Dear Praying Friends,
We are writing just a note to let you know how the Lord has been blessing.  Our travels have been extensive and the Lord’s blessings even more so.  We started the year in Colorado and moved on to Tennessee for meetings in two different Hispanic churches, after which we traveled to four different churches in Indiana and one-English speaking church in Illinois.  We were able to give some classes at a church-related Bible institute in one of the Hispanic churches in Indiana.  We then went to Flint, Michigan, to visit Bacilio’s brother and sister-in-law who have had some serious health issues.  Please pray for them. The last week of January we were in a Hispanic church in Freeport, Texas, for three days.  
The last two days of January and the first six days of February we were in Texcoco, Mexico, holding family conferences.  We had a tremendous time in the church there. From there we were in three Hispanic churches in Indiana again.  
We then went to our church in Culiacan, Sinaloa, for a week celebrating the fourteenth anniversary of the Ebenezer Baptist Church. It is hard to believe is has been that long ago that we started in Culiacan. The church has begun a mini orchestra and needs more instruments that the people can learn on.  If anyone has an instrument that you no longer need or use, be they string instruments or brass or wind instruments, please send them to the mission address listed below to our attention or let us know via email.  If anyone would like to donate money for the purchase of instruments, we have the opportunity to purchase used instruments economically through a contact the Lord has provided.  
We also had the privilege to be in another of the churches that we started in Sinaloa.
From Culiacan we went to Hermosillo where Bacilio had the privilege to preach in the Bible School where he was the director for ten years and also to preach at the church that we started there. 
We then returned to the Phoenix area for Bacilio to attend a governing board meeting for International Baptist College.  He also had the privilege to preach at the church in Phoenix on Sunday morning, February, 24.
We then went to Iglesia Bautista “El Faro” in San Diego, California, for their adults’ banquet and preached on Saturday morning at their Fourth Service before going out on visitation. They found that once they began to call the service on Saturday their Fourth Service, more people began to attend and then they would stay for visitation.  On the following Sunday we were in Ontario, California, preaching for Dr. Ezequiel Salazar at Iglesia Bautista Montecito.
We actually got to be at our home for a few days and work on taxes for dear old Uncle Sam, and had the great privilege to lead a couple to the Lord. The wife’s aunt, whom we had met in Indiana, had asked us to visit her niece in Phoenix and invite her and her husband to the church.  We not only were able to take them to church but had the privilege of leading them to the Lord.  They were ripe for the picking.
From Phoenix Bacilio travelled to Acapulco, Mexico, for a conference.  He was to have gone on to Campeche for another conference but was unable to get a seat as there were so many spring break travelers.  We met in Leon, Guanajuato, and he preached on Wednesday evening.  We then went to Celaya, Guanajuato, with Brother Alejandro Cordova over Resurrection weekend to a couples’ retreat to give classes along with Bro. Ezequiel Salazar and his wife Miriam.  The Lord gave a large number of couples that attended from various churches in the surrounding Mexican states.  On Resurrection Sunday there were around 2,000 people in attendance that morning. From Celaya we were to be in a conference in Ciudad Juarez, Chihuahua, but were unable to get there because spring break had just begun in Texas and all planes were plum full.  Fortunately, in both Campeche and Ciudad Juarez other speakers were in attendance that could fill in for us. 
This last Sunday we were again in Iglesia Bautista “El Faro” in San Diego, California, preaching all day on Sunday.  
During this three-month period we saw over 100 people come to know the Lord, for which we praise His name.
