Ceilings have been refinished, classrooms painted, water tinacos cleaned, lighting installed, door handles tightened, and a host of other projects completed as we anticipate the arrival of the student body for the 40th anniversary school year at Instituto Práctico Ebenezer. Tap is busy daily getting the campus into tip top shape for the fall semester. 

            The girls’ dorm bathroom is still a work in progress. We are in the midst of tiling the shower stalls and floors, and then come all the rest of the cosmetic details to finish by the time the students arrive. Thus far $900 has come in of the ______ needed for this urgent repair project.
            Tap contracted concrete poisoning, which resulted in second-degree burns on his neck and chest while applying a concrete finish to the bathroom ceiling. We’re thankful that after two weeks of various treatments, it is finally showing some signs of healing. 

Iglesia Bautista Fundamental de la Fe:

As we continue our weekly ministry at our church, we still feel privileged to be a part of a new and growing work for Christ. Our “bus” route continues to be a blessing. We have one lady who consistently brings about 20 neighborhood kids to church with her.  Tap had the privilege of preaching again on a Wednesday night earlier this month. Katie was able to counsel with a woman named Anell for assurance of salvation and rededication after a recent service. Please pray for Anell and her husband, Carlos, who says he is saved but is far from the Lord. He did come to one service with her this month. We are praying for full restoration for them both and for their marriage. 

            We are looking forward to holding Daily Vacation Bible School at church in the evenings the week of August 5-9. The theme will be “Moses: a man called by God.” Please pray that we will see much fruit in terms of salvation decisions and faithful members added to the church from this outreach. 

 

Support Update:

Mark 11:24, Therefore I tell you, whatever you ask in prayer, believe that you have received it, and it will be yours.
 In April of last year we were able to move to the field because someone had volunteered to make up the difference in our support each month for two years. Those two years will be over in just a few short months. We are asking you to please make a commitment to pray without ceasing that God will increase our support level dramatically over the next few months. Since our arrival in Hermosillo, we have made two deputation trips back to the States, visiting 16 new churches. We believe God can bring in the funds necessary to keep us on the field through the effectual, fervent prayers of His people (James 5:16) and the sacrificial giving of His servants.  If God chooses, however, He may also ordain that we take several months away from the field in 2009 in order to do more extensive deputation traveling. Please pray for financial provision and for wisdom to discern the will and timing of the Lord in this matter.
