Dear Friends and Family,                               September 2007
Highlights of summer 2007:
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     While helping Cesar Gil, our main deacon, pour a cement floor in his carport, I noticed men installing a lowered ceiling in the Seventh-Day Adventist church across the street. Because I was interested to see what materials they were using and to observe the installation techniques, I stepped inside and explained the reason for my visit. Before leaving I gave them a tract and told them about the church and that we were working across the street.       

     About an hour later, one of the men, Jesus Manuel, came looking for me. His first words were: “This tract has really got my attention. It is so simple and direct.” We spent the next 40 minutes discussing his eternal destiny. Jesus Manuel didn’t make a decision that afternoon but we agreed to start a weekly Bible study. A few days later he came to the church to show us how to get started with the lowered ceiling. We’ve met several times for Bible study. He doesn’t disagree with anything – it isn’t the first time he has heard the Gospel.
