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SEPTEMBER-OCTOBER 2008 PRAYER LETTER

“…THE SAME COMMIT THOU TO FAITHFUL MEN…”  The fortieth anniversary of the Ebenezer Bible College’s preparing faithful men and women in Mexico is now in the middle of the semester.  We have 48 returning students and 28 new students.  Apart from those students, there are 28 people coming from the local churches in the area who are either taking a night/day class and/or a music class (bringing the total to 105).  Please pray that the Lord would daily work in the details of the lives of these men and women, preparing them for His service. 

TRAINING FUTURE LEADERS—FORMER STUDENTS SERVING IN THE FIELD (number 10 in the series).  Although Omar Villanueva López is not a former student of Dan’s, he is a former student of Opal’s.  Omar is from Mexico City, and he graduated in 2002. He is now the youth pastor at Emanuel Baptist Church (where we serve), active in the church’s evangelistic activities, and is in charge of the children’s church as well as the music ministry.  He teaches a class at the church’s Christian school and teaches classes at Ebenezer Bible College.  He and his wife, Marisol Flores Acuña, have two small children.  He has stated that Ebenezer Bible College has been integral in his preparation for ministry in many areas, especially academically.  He says that correct teaching is important for accomplishing ministry and that preparation in a “ministerial” way gives the student a true picture of the field in which the future leader will be ministering.  His prayer requests are as follows: for wisdom in teaching and educating his daughters, for the health of his wife, for fruit in the youth ministry, and for confidence and dependence on God.

MISSION TRIPS.  Five times a year, the college cancels classes for a Thursday and Friday to allow the teachers and students to focus on church-planting efforts.  Once again, we were able to take students to the small towns of El Llano Colorado and Rebeico.  This time we were joined by a missionary couple who serve about five hours from Hermosillo and are faithfully ministering among small pueblos similar to the ones in which we have been ministering.  The Lord blessed our time there with at least two professions of faith.  Please pray that the Lord would protect the believers in these towns, as the atmosphere/entertainment in these towns is far from godly.

PRAISE.  We recently became aware of another church that has taken us on for support!

1.  Health for the family.

2.  New property.  Please pray that the Lord would provide wisdom and funds as we continue to investigate the purchasing of new property for a new college campus.

3.  Fruit on the field.  As always, please continue to pray that the Lord would continue to use us here on the field to reach others for Christ.
4.  Baseball Chapel.  Baseball season has recently started up again, giving Dan, as well as a couple of others from Emanuel Baptist Church, to be involved as baseball chaplains to the Naranjeros (Hermosillo’s baseball team), which allows us to minister to the home team, visiting teams, and umpires.  Please pray for fruit that remains.

5.  Students coming in January.  During this summer, on the eve of our Bible college’s fortieth anniversary year, we prayed for forty new students for this year.  Although we have twenty-eight new students this semester (the largest influx of new students in the college’s forty year history), that is twelve fewer than our prayers for forty.  However, the school year is not over yet—it has just begun!  We already know of students planning to come next semester from different parts of Mexico as well as from Phoenix, Arizona.  We are continually being informed of more who desire to come in January, and the amount planning to come already tops the maximum number of students who have come in any one of the previous thirty-nine January semesters.  Please pray with us for those preparing to come in January that they would adjust quickly to the mid-year schedule that awaits them.

CAN YOU HELP?  The nature of the ministries down here requires a good amount of research (location information, checking prices of items in the U.S. and Mexico, translation from Spanish to English and English to Spanish, etc.), which we gladly do as necessary aspects of the ministry.  However, if this is an area where you have an ability and would like to help out, please let us know.  This is something that would help many of us down here be able to accomplish even more for the cause of Christ.
